PREMISES
North Brink Practice has a history dating back to 1770.  The Georgian riverside premises, featured in several TV period drama productions (Vanity Fair, Martin Chuzzlewit, David Copperfield), have been extended and combined over the years to form a large and spacious medical centre with a central reception area, 18 consulting rooms with satellite waiting areas, treatment area and minor surgical theatre, a modern dispensary, conference room and library, secretarial offices, staff rooms and caretakers flat.  The buildings are maintained to a high standard and the Partners hold the freehold to the whole property.

WISBECH – THE TOWN
Situated on the A47 and A1101, the town can be reached within half an hour by car from Peterborough and King’s Lynn, Cambridge and Norwich are little over an hour away. The sea is 11 miles away and the coast provides miles of beaches, sand dunes and estuaries.  The Sandringham Estate with its heath-land and forestry walks is half an hour away
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The ‘Capital of the Fens’ is the finest Georgian market town and port in Eastern England.  Its origins are probably Anglo-Saxon with early settlements around the banks of the rivers Nene and Ouse, leading to a mention in the Doomsday Book. Thomas Clarkson – founder of the anti-slavery movement, and Octavia Hill - co-founder of the National Trust, remains the town’s most famous son and daughter.

The present population of the town and surrounding villages is 38,000 – big enough to have amenities to suit most people. Wisbech boasts one of the best real ale pubs in the region and one of the oldest traditional family breweries (Elgoods). There are dozens of sports clubs, charitable organisations and special interest societies within the community.  An indoor swimming pool and sports complex offers a variety of activities. The Angles Theatre offers extensive amateur and professional productions.
Housing is possibly more affordable than many East Anglian centres. There are good schools including an excellent independent Grammar School providing private education for children aged 5 to18.

Three medical practices within the town and two nearby village practices provide the area with its primary medical care.
ABOUT US (OUR ‘IDENTITY’)
Seven partners with different special interests, different backgrounds and political persuasions work in a mutually supportive and friendly environment.  We are a PMS practice and firmly believe that to offer a good service to our patients, we need to look after ourselves as well.  Individual interests and enthusiasms are encouraged and nurtured, and we ensure that we maintain good working, and social, relationships.  We employ three full-time salaried GPs, one part-time salaried GP, and a part-time locum.
We have a well-defined management structure with clear roles and responsibilities for all doctors and staff.  There is a weekly business meeting, occasional evening meetings for more time consuming matters and the Doctors and other teams departments have annual ‘away-days’ with facilitators.

We like to think of ourselves as progressive and innovative, being able to grasp opportunities and have the vision to shape events rather than react to them.  We see change as inevitable and therefore important to manage well.  We were first wave fund holders, played an important role in the early days of Fenland PCG, and the first practice in the PCT to change to PMS.  
We have grasped Clinical Governance; we have protected time for training and education for the whole practice.  All our staff have annual appraisals linked to a Personal Development Plan and doctors have benefitted from an annual performance and development review with peer, staff and patient appraisal since 1999.  The Practice has been part of the National Primary Care Collaborative Project, resulting in changes to our appointment system with 24hr access to a Health Care Professional. 
Our staff are well motivated, enthusiastic and capable.  Our nursing team (including a Community Nurse Practitioner) manages a variety of traditional GP roles while integrating with the Community Nursing Team.

LOCAL HOSPITALS
The main district hospital is the Queen Elizabeth Hospital (QEH) in King’s Lynn.  The smaller North Cambs Hospital, in Wisbech has a care of the elderly unit which includes Trafford Ward for rehabilitation, an EMI unit, a small day surgical unit and out-patient facilities resourced by the QEH.  A palliative care centre with excellent facilities has recently opened at the site.

Other diagnostic facilities at North Cambs Hospital include x-ray, pathology lab and Minor Injuries Unit.  
North Brink Practice enjoys good relationships with all our consultant colleagues.  There is a good post-graduate medical centre at QEH with which the Practice maintains good links.

Hospitals in Peterborough and Hinchingbrooke Hospital in Huntingdon, are easily accessible and used for some outpatient and routine in-patient procedures. Addenbrooke’s Hospital in Cambridge and the Norfolk and Norwich Hospitals are the main tertiary referral centres.
THE JOB
The Practice has seen significant changes in response to the opportunities offered by the new NHS.  Several Partners are developing clinical and non-clinical specialist skills and we strive to improve our working day by reducing our workload.  PMS has given us the opportunity to develop without reducing income.
